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News of the 52nd New Ontario Battalion disembarking
in England reached the Lakehead in December 1915.
There they would await orders to go to the front. Also in
December, the Port Arthur News Chronicle reported that
the soldiers from the second draft of the 52nd were now
at the front in France and soon to be in the trenches.
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
