To begin the new year in January 1918, specific
orders were issued by the government’s food
controlling bodies concerning the milling of

flour. These new guidelines sent out to Canadian

flour mills were effective the morning of January
28™ 1918. With the purpose of food conserva-

tion, the Ogilvie Flour Mill stated when inter-
viewed that the quality of the flour would not be
noticeable and the manufacturer would turn out
the usual supply of 5000 bags per day under the
new regulations.
