Corp. Simpson returned home
only recently from forty-four
months’ service overseas, during
which tiwme he was gassed and)
wonnded, decorated for his gak
lant services, and mentioned “in
despatches.

He left here in February, 1915,
and went. to Winunipeg to enlist
with the €. O, R. C. C. He landéd
at Calais in July of theisame year
and was first of all attached to the
gecond Belgian army with a coni-
pany detachment which fortified
the front Thes, built machine gun
emplacements ete,, along the Yser
emplacements, ete., dlong the Yser
eanal. Later Corp. Simpson was
attached to the royal naval siege!
gun unit with which he was identi-
fied for thirty months. He w
mentioned in despatches in Jan.
uary, 1916, and in July of 1917
was gassed and \\nwulmi in Sep-
tomber'of the same vear he received a letter of congratulation and
appreeigtion from General DeLane, commanding the 15th army corps.

He Was awarded the D. C. M. on June 3, 1918, for services'in coh-
nection svith the battle of the Dunes. In addition Copr. Simpson
wears the 1915 ribbon.

CoFp. Simpson now resides at 1520 Rankin street, eity. He lived
in Fort ‘William some years before going overseas, having come here
eleven year sago. |
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
