slavery.”

Captain Morse, in applying the
lesson of cooperation, expressed the
hope that it would be adopted Ly
the churches at home as it was adopt-
ed by the chaplains at -the front
Speaking of religion in the life of the
army he said that no undermuking was
ever commenced by General Haig
Without the Fleld Marshal first ask-
ing his chaplains to commend it to
€God and he deéclared that Thare was
no man who ever went over the top
whaoa could honestly say that in do-
ing s0 he had not offered prayer to
God. Some of the Bhorncliffe heroes
would hoast that they. had not but
investigation would prove that they
had not gone over the top.
